Currently in its first year of 

launching, the organisation has already experienced a vast amount of interest 

and surpassed expectations by recruiting over 70 full paying members; a figure 

achieved through the help of a stout association with the Hull University Boat 

Club. Our aim is to now provide an opportunity to experience the thrill of rowing, 

to a greater spectrum of individuals.  

HRC, situated on the river Hull, is a developing athletics unit. At present, it 

accommodates predominately for University students and has an extended 

membership for recreational, novice and experienced rowers alike. The club 

provides adequate arrangement for either those who prefer partaking in a 

competitive sport or merely wish to be involved in a fantastic social 

environment. We at HRC believe that the club caters adequately for specific 

requirements thanks to the proficient knowledge possessed by the coaches and 

senior crews alike.  

This is a unique opportunity. Hull Rowing Club is the only existing rowing club in 

the area and needs help so as to facilitate further development; thus allowing 

the general community to benefit from the sport of rowing.

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1. Increased market awareness through branding on a national scale

Regatta and Henley Royal Regatta are all examples of instances where HRC can potentially offer sales and 

marketing opportunities on an enormous scale.  

 

3. Attracting and cultivating unique characteristics desirable for future employment 

HRC is offering the chance of parading a company name around the University of Hull; an environment 

thriving with prospective candidates for graduate work.  

In addition, HRC recently selected senior members of the club to undergo an indoor coaching qualification, 

with the aim of introducing students at local schools to the somewhat exclusive sport of rowing. HRC and 

HUBC now has nine UKCC level 2 coaches.

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A committed attitude and determination to succeed are characteristics instilled in every 

club member. This coupled with a vibrant social aspect has led to the sustained level of 

interest in the club.   

Training is an integral feature of the rowing schedule. Club members are expected to 

follow specific exercise plans that encompass both land and water sessions in equal 

measure. Due to the tidal nature of the river and accommodating for University 

commitments, rowing is usually reserved for early mornings and weekends. Otherwise, 

individual gym sessions twice per day are encouraged along with group circuit training 

throughout the week. Last year, two separate training camps were held at Runcorn 

Rowing Club. During 2010-2011 we hope to return to Runcorn during Easter and 

hopefully have another camp over the Christmas period.  

The club attends races and regattas across the UK. This includes several prestigious 

competitions in major cities, including The British Universities and Colleges Sport yearly 

event in Nottingham, York Small Boats Head Race, Tee-side Regatta, Doncaster Regatta , 

North of England Sprints (Hollingworth Lake) and the Henley Royal Regatta. 

HRC wishes to provide the maximum possible amount of rowing. After all, intensive 

water practice is the principle way to improve technique, whether for race training or 

purely as a recreational activity. 

Discover rowing is a proposal to make rowing a sport more accessible for those in the 

community. Thus, coaching in schools will commence at Sirius Academy during semester 

1 of the 2010-2011 academic year. 

Fundraising initiatives are organised throughout the year. The annual ergothon within 

the Hull University Students Union raised £800, covering a total distance of over 300km 

in one day! The 24 hour sponsored held after Christmas raised £2500 and during April 

2010 our TescoΩs 12 hour row held at St. Stephens, Hull, raised £2200. 

HUBC has recently established the Blue Blades Alumni Club, which will help reunite old 

members and encourage increased participation in the management of several larger 

social events. 

The Head of the Hull is an informal inter-club race along the banks of the River Hull at 

the end of the summer rowing season. It is anticipated that over 100 supporters from

There is no doubt that providing an 

opening for regular exercise will help people physically, but above all, offering an avenue to socialise and enjoy the thrill of 

racing alongside others of similar ages from all genres of the community will prove incredibly beneficial. 

At present, the club predominantly accommodates University students and has an extended membership for recreational, 

novice and experienced rowers alike. It typically attracts many students who wish to experience something new and 

provides adequate arrangement for either those who prefer partaking in a competitive sport or merely wish to be involved 

in a fantastic social environment.  

In addition, HRC is confident that the club members have the valuable qualities necessary for targeting precise 

demographics that are currently underrepresented in Yorkshire rowing. Role models include the president, who coxed for 

Oxford University, whilst other members of the club have represented Great Britain, or competed at the highest possible 

national level. 

It is imperative that more young people become involved with a diverse range of sporting activities as opposed to the 

typical mainstream activities. Without such interest, the future of rowing is reliant on exclusive institutions. Whereas, HRC 

believes that rowing should be available to a greater majority of the population as it presents a distinct blend of teamwork 

with individual concentration and general endurance. Therefore, several senior members have undergone an indoor 

training course in view of coaching at local schools in the Humberside district. This ought to generate sufficient awareness 

of rowing and identify the importance of maintaining a healthy level of fitness in the junior age groups.   

It is a familiar concept that there is an extreme disparity between the numbers of women involved in sport when compared 

to men. This is an issue that HRC wishes to address and is advertising persistently through a recent poster campaign. 

HRC provides the opportunity to contest at all degrees of the rowing circuit. It also has an open policy for social rowing for 

members who wish to maintain a high level of fitness and take pleasure in the sport as a leisure activity without the 

element of competition.

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Despite being one of the more prolific and successful clubs within the University, the 

inherently high costs associated with the sport have made it increasingly difficult to 

raise enough income, via fundraising initiatives alone, to invest in necessary upgrades 

to facilities and equipment. 

 

This is an ongoing predicament which has, in previous years, restricted the growth of 

the rowing club. Thus far the extraordinary success achieved has been a result of drive 

and determined commitment. In fact, last year several crews competed at the highest 

level, against the most esteemed national rowing clubs around the UK. The results 

attained were spectacular. Two crews reached the finals at the British Universities and 

Colleges Sport event in Nottingham, with the menΩs coxless pair winning a bronze 

medal. This is particularly remarkable considering the limited water preparation and 

lack of adequate resources.  

 

Unfortunately, with the current level of amenities the progress of the club has reached 

a plateau. Further investment besides the intake of new members, Annual Boat Club 

Ball Auction and Ergothon, will be essential if the club is to accomplish any of the key 

objectives for the future.  

 

The overall aim is to create a foundation for continued rowing on the River Hull. 

Accordingly, a target figure of £11000 to be raised throughout the year has been set.  

 

In an average year, the club welcomes over fifty new members; all of whom are 

required to pay £20 towards membership and indoor training fees. In addition, the 

Annual Boat Club Auction and Ergothon tend to raise approximately £1000 combined. 

Along with these customary techniques, the 24 hour sponsored row aims to raise £3000 

and hopefully during 2011 we will return to TescoΩs. All together this leaves a deficit of 

£5000. 

The money collected during 2010-2011 season will be invested in vital areas of the club 

that need urgent improvement.
